You want people to

look and wonder what it is. Another possibility is electric glass. It can be

switched on and off between transparent and opaque. Privalite is one of the few

companies that makes such a glass.

I apologize, I was just assuming Carl had already defined the kiosk for you. As

a broad overview we are looking for a shell that is easily transplantable into

many different markets and locations. It should contain a monitor, touch screen,

and a garaging mechanism for the peripherals. The actual facade should be

uninterrupted to enable the sale of advertorial space. The user needs to be

able to feel secure and private if the kiosk is in a public place, but we also

do not want to sacrifice visibility of the kiosk. The "wow, what is that"

factor. This is why I suggested the electric glass. The kiosk and the privacy

screen should be two separate units so we may include the screen or not but

still use the same kiosk.
